On September 30, 1948, Tex's first comic-strip album made its debut at the Italian newsstands. The character created by the writer, Gianluigi Bonelli, for the art of Aurelio Galleppini was destined to become the most loved hero of Italian comics, and one of the longest-lived in the world. 

Seventy years later, Sergio Bonelli Editore celebrates its Ranger with a major exhibition sponsored by the Municipality of Milan. Titled "TEX. 70 ANNI DI UN MITO", the exhibition will be open from October 2, 2018, to January 27, 2019, at Museum of Permanente in Milan.

Conceived by Gianni Bono, a historian and expert on Italian comics, in collaboration with the editorial staff of Sergio Bonelli Editore, the exhibition will show how Tex was able to become a staple of Italian reading habits. From 1948 on, the Ranger won over a vast array of generations with his deep-rooted sense of justice and innate altruism, but also turned into a social phenomenon along the way, becoming a household name that rings a bell with everyone.

In his 70 years of life, Tex the adventurer, the Ranger, the wise chief of the Navajos, lived a myriad epic and memorable stories, fought criminals and bandits, and saved Native tribes unjustly mistreated. Tex rode on the dusty trails of the Wild West, the scorching Mexican deserts, and the icy territories of the Great North. Moreover, he had unforgettable clashes with his arch-nemesis: Mefisto, the personification of Evil. Using drawings, photographs, rare and unpublished materials, and event-specific thematic installations, the exhibition TEX. 70 ANNI DI UN MITO, the most important homage ever reserved to "Eagle of the Night", will retrace the entire epos of Tex and the American Frontier. From the earlier comic strips to our times, the exhibition follows events and characters of the series through the eyes of the extraordinary artists who contributed to make Tex an authentic legend.

The exhibition is targeted at Tex's fans of all age groups, but is also intended for the first-timers who want to know a little bit better the gritty, anti-racist world of the four "pardners", sworn enemies of every kind of injustice – Tex and his son Kit Willer, the amusingly grumpy Kit Carson, and Tiger Jack, the proud Navajo warrior.

With the help of the front pages of Italian newspapers, TEX. 70 ANNI DI UN MITO also follows 70 years of actual history, drawing a parallel between the comic adventures of the brave Ranger and the real events of the country. The visitors will also have a chance to ride alongside Tex across prairies, forests, and deserts, from Arizona to Canada, from the Rio Grande to the Pacific Ocean, fighting outlaws and rebellious Native Americans, voodoo priests, and secret societies…
